This will be the third 
meeting between the two 
sides this season. Lugazi 
held Police to a ,1-1 draw 
in the first encounter in 
Najjembe at Lugazi Stadium 
last October before the 
Cops clain}ed a 2-1 victory 
over the Leaders earlier this 
month in Kamwokya, both of 
which came in the UPL. 

Under head coach Matia 
Lule, Police have been the 

more consistent side this 
campmgn. TheyaresVtth 
on the league table With 
32 points, while Lugazi 
occupy 10th position on 18 
points and remail]. nervously 
glancing over their shoulders, 
>just three points above the 
relegation zone. 

Police's strength in 
Kamwokya has been a key 
pillar of their excellent 
campmgn. In eight matches 
played in front of their home 
fans, they have suffered' 
only one defeat (2-1) against 
Kitara, won five and drew 
once, a threatening record to 
visiting teams. 

In contrast, Lugazi's 
struggles away from home 
have been evident. They 
have managed just one win 
in nine away matches in 
all competitions, losing six 
and drawing twice. Their 
only away victory came in 
the round of 64, where they 
defeated Kisugu United 2-1 .
